They use the Family Guided Routines
Based Intervention Model, a coaching model. In order to be part of this program the child must
be a client of Golden Gate Regional Center. However, Christine is also available as a resource
on programs, approaches and information for anyone in the County. She encouraged members
to take advantage of her program to access resources they can use.
