| am pleased to submit the 1990 Annual Crop Report for San Mateo County in
compliance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agriculture Code.

The total gross value of San Mateo County agricultural production for 1990 was
$208,911,500. This represents a 1.4% increase over 1989.

Vegetable crops increased in value due to a continued rise in prices paid for these
commodities. Bean acreage increased this year as the drought continues and
growers are faced with less available water. Brussels Sprouts increased in value
while yeild per acre declined, possibly due to the loss of Telone as a soil fumigant
for the control of nematodes and soil-borne diseases.

Christmas trees, both choose and cut and potted field grown, have continued to
do well in San Mateo County. Also the field grown floral crops continue to increase
in value. Roses increased in value this year as a result of a price increase. African
violet production has decreased and greenhouse space once used for this product
is now being used for lilies, mums and other potted flowering plants. Several days
of freezing temperatures in December had a devastating effect on agriculture, the
floral industry in particular. The damage caused by this freeze however is not
reflected in production values for 1990, but will appear in the 1991 Crop Report.
