This report brings together agricultural statistics of
the county including floriculture, horticulture, livestock,
truck crops and field crops, and income accrued to the growers
during the year i349. The value of these {igures is hased en-
tirely on the accuracy of information given by many cooperators
and their willingness to give this information, together with
investigations and aetailed surveys made by members of this
lDepartment's staff. The figures for value are basca on the
gross income to the grower.,

Total production value figures show a half milliion
dollar decrease from 1943. This is accounted for hy a general
trend of lowerling of prices for products grown in the county
which follows closely the general state trend.

In submitting the report, we wish to express our appre-
cilation to the many individuals, firms, official agencies ana
growers who have given information and otherwise helped us in
this compilation.
